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Every congregation I have ever been a part of has told stories.  We are a peo-
ple of stories.  Stories shape us.  They identify us.  They make us who we are.  In 
the church, our stories are most often of and about people whose lives and 
whose faithfulness have become a touchstone for us.  Sometimes the ones who 
populate those stories we see daily.  At other times, their face has dimmed into 
the misty recesses of memory, but their stories bring them once more into our 
presence as we seek to understand what it means to be a Christian. 

All Saints day, the first day of November (often celebrated on the first Sun-
day in November), is the day in the church’s life when we remember those 
whose lives exemplified faithful and self-sacrificial service to Christ.  This practice 
of honoring the saints goes back at least to the second century as the church 
honored the memory (and often the bones!) of martyrs, especially on the anni-
versary of their martyrdom.  The celebration was a way of honoring a life lived in 
exemplary service to God.  It served as an encouragement to Christians to be 
open to God’s grace in following the example of their faithfulness.  And it was a 
reminder that, as we say in the creed, we believe “in the communion of saints 
and the life everlasting.”  That is to say, though the saints have finished their 
course in faith, they are still “here” as brothers and sisters in Christ, cheering us 
on as we run our race. 

You will catch me, from time to time, telling the story of one of our saints 
here at Pilmoor.  Names like Callie, Edna, Maude, Jessie and others come to mind 
right readily.  Without the work that God did through these folks, our church 
would not be the congregation it is today.  There are also names from my history 
and yours that we love to include in stories that remind us who we are—a grand-
mother, a Sunday School teacher from childhood, a friend. 

Who knows what stories we will tell in this place in the years ahead.  Look 
around you at church Sunday and consider the gifts that God has given in the 
faces and lives of those around you.  This is how God is shaping the future of our 
church.  May we live our lives in such a way that we will give glory to God in the 
generations that come after us...and in the stories they tell of us.

Needy children from 
our local elementary schools 
(mostly Shawboro and Cen-
tral) will be screened and 
selected.  Four items will be 
identified for each child—
usually clothing, shoes, a 
coat, and a toy.
